Specking and lListening skills are developed in the context of a cross-curricular approach. A
challenging speaking and listening cuwrricuum develops children’s confidence when communicating.
extends their use of vocabulary and enables them o elaborate and explain their ideas. Talk partners
are used throughout school so children can verbalise their understanding of a range of subjects and
concepls. Other speaking and listening opportunities include taking part in presentations. role play and
drama. Speaking and Listening skills play a huge role in the development of children's mwriking.

Reading

AL Broomhaugh C of E First School, we mant children fo develop the habit of reading widely and. offen.
for both pleasure and information. We equip children with the necessary skills to read fluently.
building on inference skils and showing good comprehension of a ronge of texts. Reading
opportunities ot Broomhaugh include:

e  Daily guided reading where children read in small groups with the class feacher. The feachers
Independent follow up or pre-read. activities mhich may include links to their guided read.
Shared reading as a whole class. Often as a mway of researching topics in other subjects.

o  Quiet reading/reading for pleasure. Children have the opportunity to choose their own hook
for pleasure and. read. for themselves. In some classes, this may form part of the guided
rm,dmg ARASLON.

® A cdass novel or picture book is shared with the class, either read by children or the teachers
at o time most suitable to the year group.

® Home-school reading. Children are encouraged to read with their parents and record in a
home/school diary ak least S times per week.

® Library sessions. Children have access to .a wide variety of books, hoth fiction and non-
fiction in the school library. The school Library offers pupils opportunities to borrow books
for their omn interests.

Readi ng book 4Qr school and home
Children’s reading levels ore assessed frequently to determine the correct hook to be ginen.

Children mith a decodable book read to an adult in school ak least once per week, in addition to guided



nz,adin,g, sessions. Once children have mm,plzi,@d the rwding scheme, ﬂ"uz% ore 4,022 to choose their own
book from a selection of age- appropricte texts sorted by reading age.

Children in r on begin with a book to share if they are not yet blending mords. These stories help
develop story telling Language and early hook skills. Once children are heginning to blend to read
and/or rz,c,og,r\i/szﬁimplzwordﬁ onﬁig}d, ﬂw&momato blﬂ\dif\gbo,ok/s with short words. Once children
are more confident, the books will have senfences and will continue to challenge them as they become
more able readers.

Children are assessed regularly using RWI's phonics assessment. this will inform the teacher of the
appropriate decodable bhooks for that child. Children miho have ,progrzxs/szd past the decodable hooks

Phonics

Phonic decoding is ot the heart of learning to read and careful consideration has been given to the
choice of a well- structured programme. Read, Wirite, Inc. is used as the basis for the teaching of

Phonic sessions take place in EYFS .and KSI daily for 15-20 minutes. In EYFS .and KSI Children .are
assessed using the RWI assessment at the start of each year and then every half ferm to monitor
progression.

Punctuation .and Grammar

An understanding of how to use grammar correctly. use relevant meta-language and. identifying sword
lasses and sentence types is taught both in the context of a piece of writing and explicitly in whole
ass work. Linked to the Nabional Curricubum Wzlmz& for year groups, grammar is baughi: and
planned to fit in mith relevant genres of writing. We start mith the basics of sentence construction
including full stops and. capital Letters. Children begin to identify mord classes early on (roun, verb,
adjechive. adwrerb). We follow the National Curricuum as guidance as to what is taught in each year
group and from this, hove devised a specific struchure for owr school detailing expectations year by
year (see progression documents). Teachers consistently refer to the progression document when
plmmu%mmmdrz@boithon—Nz,gohablmdi&plmézdmmchda&sroomw}u&mmg.

At Broomhaugh C of E First School, mriting is taught through:

® [xposwe of adults mriting for purpose. writing in role ploy and other play-based
opportunities (EYFS specific.)

® The ‘hold a sentence’ strategy. adopted from the RWI program, is used in EYFS and KSI to
support children mwith their writing composition.

®  Shared writing sessions. The teacher models the wiriking process, feaching and consolidating
specific SPaG rules and acting as a scribe. Children'’s language and socabulary is developed



through the sharing of ‘powerful vocabulary.

Elements of the Power of Reading are included. in the writing curricubum.

Children produce an extended piece of mriting regularly. either as part of the English lesson

or through other subject work. fo inform miriking target and ko monitor progression or gaps.
o Children are encouraged Lo review theu omwn and others work against given success criferia.

Improvements are then made, mith guidance from the teacher, during the redrafting and

edifing process.

Star Writer is chosen and. celebrated. in smhole school worship.

Children are expected fo develop a fluent and neat cursive writing style, where they can write

at speed and spelling words appropriate fo their year group objects with increasing acourac.

Cross-curricular links

Children should he given the opportunity fo apply the skills faught through the English curriculum in
a range of other subjects. This could. take the form of a group debate in PSHE&C where children'’s use
of persuasinve language could be applied. Reading fo research and present facks during topic sessions
could. be used as o tool to assess children's understanding of a text. There should also be the
opportunity to produce a piece of extended mriting through other subjects to apply previously taught
writing skills.

The English curricuwum and EYFS

Deneloping children’s communication skills is a fundamental to the EYFS curriculum. Adults ask posing
questions of children and encourage full responses. The learning erwironment promotes early Language
skills. Children have access fo a mide range of activities to develop these key skills in a book rich
erwironment. Story fimes are frequent and interactive and held in both large and small groups. An
irwiting book .area, mith props. puppets and musical instruments help to support early storytelling.
reading and mwriting skills.

Assessment

Each half term feachers make a judgement on children's attainment in English. Children are judged as
working towards, morking at or morking above age-related expectations for their year group
objectives. Our bespoke tracking system is fully established and wsed from years |-4 to record
children’s attainment. These frackers can be accessed on the staff Google Drive.

Moderation takes place regularly. either whole school, supported by NCC or in phase teams. Moderation
is wikal and considers the feachers evidence to ensure that oll pupils have on accurake and robust
judgement. Enidence to support judgements is gathered from a range of childrens books across the
whole curriculum. Teachers professional judgement of the indimidual child is also taken into
consideration.

Termly pupll progress meetings take place with the head teacher. Data analysis takes place and targets
are set both on an individual and class basis. Any trends are identified and. staff development needs
addressed. During this session, children who need extra suppork to progress in the English curriculum
are identified mith relevant intermventions agreed. The English Lead is fully involved in this process, as
is the SENDCo, where applicable.

Rsz)ri’ing. to parents
Parent consultations take place termly where parents are informed. of their childs progress, level of
denvelopment and how they can help at home. Written reports are completed at the end of the summer




term.

Resources and the learning enwironment

The learning erwironment plays .a wital role in the dewvelopment of the English curriculum. Each
classroom is mocabulary rich with a range of high-guality fexts. All children should have access to
the complex speed sound chart (RWI) and/or the alphabet. Age-.appropriate dictionaries and
thesauruses should be readily accessible. Handwriting prompts are displayed and referred. o
throughout writing opporfunities. Each classroom should have a morking mall containing prompts to
the relevant spelling and grammar rules for each year group. Children's work is malued, displayed
and celebrated in line mith school poh,o&

Homework

It is expected that children read at home, at least S times per week, with parents recording relevant
comments and feedback in their home school diary. Children also borrow a school library book once
a week for reading for pleasure. Spellings are sent home each week as outlined in the spelling policy.
Optional English homework is set often with a cross-curricuar link. As appropricke, additional
English homew.ork may be given out to further consolidate learning.

Maonitoring and Exaluation

The English Lead monitors and evaluates the quality and standard of English throughout the school
through lesson observations and hook scruting. Pupil voice is highly regarded at Broomhaugh and
children are involved. in the development of the curriculum through guestionnaires and. pupll internviews.
The English coordinator should attend. regular training to keep up to date with changes within the
subject mith staff meeting time dedicated to disseminate relevant information. The English Lead liaises
with the English link gowvernor mith current priorities as well as an annual report outlining pupil
progress and. acions for the following academic year.
