If youw child hos completed a piece of optional homework they
should bhring their homework bhook into school on .o Wednesday.On
Wednesdaoys we have an allocated time to discuss aond celehrate
any homework completed.
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We Love to read and promoting o love of reading is ot the heort of owr
school, it underpins so many areas of learning and helps all children
toaccess and develop so many other skills. We want to work closely
with all of our families to ensure this continues at home. We want all
of owr children toengage aond experience o wide range of texts
including fiction, non fiction, newspapers, magozines, 2-hooks etc.

o Reading hooks can bhe choanged on .a Monday each week. Books showld
he read o numhber of times toincrease the children's fluency when
reading and yow shouwld ask yowr child guestions ahout what the
hawve read. Becoming a competent reader requires good wnderstonding
as well as simply heing ahbhle to decode the text or reoad the words. We
want to foster a love of ‘reading for meaning and enjoyment’.

o The children will be read with during Guided Reading and they will
have one additional reading slot. Please ensure yowr child's reading
hook is in their book bag everyday so we can read with them.

o Please support yowr child toread every night. Whilst many children
are confident readers alreoady, reading alouwd is an important skill to
practise ond sharing books aond stories, discussing chaoracters, plots
and facts are all important parts of developing a good
understanding of reading as well as the technical skills, not to
mention shoring hooks togetheris a lovely thing to do. Don't forget to
reod toyowr child too, this helps to model expression and Listening
toothers reading is also a really fun and useful things to do.
